May 14, 1804. They traveled along the Missouri River westward. The first Indian "4
tribe they met was the Sioux. When the expedition arrived at Fort Mandan,
Lewis and Clark hired a fur trapper, Toussaint Charbonneau and his Shoshone Indian wife,
Sacagawea as guides for the expedition. Sacagawea translated for the expedition among
the Shoshone and Nez Perce tribes. The expedition reached the Pacific in Oregon in 1806.
